GREENWICH SHOPPING PRECINCT – AN UPGRADE ON THE CARDS?

There are positive signs that Greenwich’s shopping precinct may soon be the focus of attention and funding. The timing could not be better - most of the building activity in the precinct is drawing to a close and it is now time to look at improvements to the streetscape. 
Council has placed on exhibition its three year Management Plan and Budget and a budget item on page 66 gives cause for optimism! Council has allocated $230,000 for 2010/2011 and $250,000 for 2011/2012 for “improvements at Greenwich Road shops”. The Association has written to Council in support of the proposed funding and looks forward to a positive outcome.

The Association has already set in place a committee that will seek community feedback on ideas and options for improvements to the precinct. When we receive word that funding has been secured, the Association will kick start a consultation process in the hope that there will be many opportunities for collaboration with Council about the future shape of the precinct.

LLOYD REES BANDSTAND

There has been extensive discussion in the media about Council’s proposal to upgrade the Lloyd Rees Bandstand that is located in Lane Cove Plaza.  Representatives of the Association attended the workshop the Council organised to inform community groups of details of the options for the Lloyd Rees Bandstand and the Lane Cove Plaza.

APPEAL WITHDRAWN

During the past two years development applications have been lodged to extend the building footprint at the front of the heritage property at 19 Glenview Street. The Association has lodged objections to the applications, mainly on the grounds that the inherent heritage value of the existing building would be altered by the proposed work.  The most recent Development Application for the property was to be the subject of an appeal to the Land and Environment Court, following Council’s refusal of the application. The hearing of the appeal was to take place in June. The appeal has now been withdrawn.
