BUSH CARE.

LANE COVE TUNNEL  M2

For some years the Lane Cove Tunnel Action Group under Professor Ray Kearney’s chairmanship has been battling the State Government for a satisfactory alternative to the original proposal to just widen Epping Rd to connect the Gore Hill Expressway and the M2 Motorway, by having a tunnel to save Lane Cove from a traffic disaster

They have succeeded to the extent that the State Government has agreed that a tunnel passing under Lane Cove is necessary.

There have been several articles in the media recently, especially the North Shore Times and the Village Observer concerning the efforts of the Lane Cave Tunnel Action Group to persuade the RTA to install a filtration system in the proposed tunnel instead of unfiltered pollution stacks. This would be a full, modern system rather than a less than satisfactory stopgap solution of the past.

Council is allowing the group to use a room in the Community Centre opposite Lane Cove Library.  This is a facility where people can come and have explained to them why it is so important to have a filtration system.

At present they desperately short of volunteers to do this task and man the room.  If you can spare 2 or 3 hours occasionally, please phone John New for more information on 9439 5679

SCHOOL PLAYGROUND CAR PARK

A petition is circulating on the alienation of part of the Infants School playground by a cyclone fence around the area used for car parking and vehicular traffic. The fence was erected over the Christmas break, raising concerns amongst some that the move might not have full school community support.   We have been told that the changes to the school playground were fully discussed at School Council and P&C meetings, and parents fully informed.
